1) Create Al tools or output that can substitute and/or replicate any IEEE product, service and/or solution
including, but not limited to, IEEE Xplore;

2) Disrupt the functionality of the Licensed Products or any IEEE platform;

3) Create derivative works (e.g., summaries, taxonomies, etc.) from the Licensed Content that are turned into
products or made publicly available; or

IEEE and Licensee each represents and warrants to the other that: (a) it
has the necessary power and authority to enter into this Agreement; (b) the execution and performance of this
Agreement has been authorized by all necessary corporate or institutional action; (c) entry into and performance of
this Agreement will not conflict with any provision of law or the certificate of incorporation, by-laws or comparable
organizational documents of the party or conflict with any condition of any contract to which it is a party; (d) no
action by any governmental organization is necessary to make this Agreement valid and binding upon the party;
and (e) it possesses all licenses and other governmental approvals necessary to perform its obligations under this
Agreement.

FAULTS.” IEEE, TO THE MAXIMUM EXTENT PERMITTED BY LAW, EXPRESSLY DISCLAIMS ALL

INCLUDING, WITHOUT LIMITATION: (A) THE IMPLIED WARRANTIES OF MERCHANTABILITY AND FITNESS

Invoice and deposited by Licensee will be held and used for payment of APCs pursuant to this
Appendix.

(e) “Deposit Amount” means the amount that Licensee elects to deposit in the Deposit
Account as set forth in the applicable Open Access Invoice.

(H  “Discounts” means the Basic Discount and the Subscriber Discount.

(g) “Open Access Invoice” means an invoice issued by IEEE or its authorized representative
to Licensee setting forth the amount that Licensee has elected to deposit in the Deposit Account.

(h) “Journals” means the IEEE open access and hybrid journals listed at
